
Adlai Stevenson was governor of Illinois from 1949 to 1953, and he was also the Democratic party nominee 
for President in 1952 and 1956. In 1961, President John F. Kennedy appointed Stevenson United States 
ambassador to the United Nations, where he served until 1965.
