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With the recent increased interest in the
Civil War, the Reference Section of the
Illincis State Historical Library has experi-
enced a proliferation of questions from
patrons whose ancestors may have served in
Illinois regiments during the war. Since
information regarding an individual soldier
was rarely available, the staff usually provid-
ed the patron with a bibliography of the sol-
dier’s regiment and the address of the
National Archives. After a time, the refer-
ence staff decided that a comprehensive bib-
liography including printed and published
sources, as well as manuscript sources, on
all of the Illinois regiments would be a valu-
able service to researchers.

The first part of this bibliography lists the
published and printed sources of individual
Mlinois regiments. In addition to those indi-
vidual histories, the records of many regi-
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ments may be pieced together from such
standard references as the Report of the
Adjutant General of the State of Hlinois,
Charles FEmil Dornbush’s Military
Bibliography of the Civil War, Frederick H.
Dyer’s A Compendium of the War of the
Rebellion, and Victor Hicken's Hinois in the
Civil War. Although this bibliography is
limited to the published and printed sources
in the general collection, there is additional
information regarding Illinois Civil War
units in the photograph and newspaper col-
lections. The second part of this bibliogra-
phy, which lists the manuscript sources, will
be published in the Winter Journal.

I wish to thank the staffs of the
Reference, Cataloging, and Prints and
Photographs sections of the Library, as well
as Janice Petterchak, head of the Library
division, and former Journal editor Ellen
Whitney for their help and encouragement
in the production of this bibliography.
Also, it would be impossible to ignore the
contribution of Alfred Whital Stern to the
Illincis State Historical Library. In 1943,
Stern not only donated his personal collec-
tion of nearly two thousand Civil War-relat-
ed volumes to the Library, but also he con-
tinued to provide funds to expand the ¢ol-
lection. By the time of his death in 1960,
the Stern Collection numbered more than
five thousand volumes.
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
