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Part One of this bibliography, which con-
tains published and printed sources, was
published in the Autumn, 1994, Journal,
More often than not, the published histories
were written after the war, which allowed
hindsight to color the narratives. Also, most
of those histories provide only an overview
of the service of entire regiments. The man-
uscript collections of the Illinois State
Historical Library present a more personal
and immediate view. The histories of wars
are often told through the eyes of gallant,
larger-than-life heroes. The diaries and
sometimes the daily letters sent home by sol-
diers who never rose above the rank of pri-
vate express the common man’s view,
Company orders, hospital registers, and
prescription books demonstrate the routine
of camp life, and clearly illustrate the day-to-
day activities that occurred during the lulls
between the great victories or losses on the
battlefields. To ignore or minimize the man-
uscript sources of the common man in the
Civil War is to ignore the significant contri-
bution of those soldiers.

William B, Tublbs, associate editor of this Journal, worked in
the Reference Section of the IMinois State Histovical Library
Sfrom 1990 unitil he joined the Journal staff in 1993, He
compiled this bibliography while on the Library staff and
revised it this year. Tubbs holds a bachelor’s degree in commu-
nications from Sangamon State University.
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The manuscript sources listed in this bib-
liography are arranged not by the titles of
the collections, but by the names of individ-
ual soldiers. Each entry is divided into four
parts: (1) the soldier’s name; (2) a descrip-
tion of the material in the collection deal-
ing with his service in an Illinois regiment;
(3) either a reference number to aid the
Ilinois State Historical Library Manuscripts
Section staff in locating the collection, or
the location of the material within a larger
collection; (4} collection title,

Letters refer only to the author, and in
maost cases, the recipient was not in the ser-
vice. Official Correspondance could refer to
the author, recipient, or subject. In many
cases, that information is duplicated in The
War of the Rebellion: A Compilation of the
Official Records of the Union and Confederate
Armies (1880-1901). Documents refer to
any preprinted government form. If there is
only one of a type of item in a collection,
the exact date s given. If more than one of
type is present, a year or range of years is
given.

In many larger collections, especially
those of high-ranking officers, the number
of individual soldiers mentioned in official
correspondance can be enormous. Thus,
the compiler decided to include only the
names of those soldiers where an ongoing
dialogue is established or where the nature
of the communication warrants an entry.
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Other large collections have not been
included because the collections of the indi-
viduals cannot be associated with a single
Illineis unit, although all were actively
involved with the war effort. Examples of
those collections are the papers of
Brigadier General John Alexander
McClernand, recruiter Ozias Mather Hatch,
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and Illinois Governor Richard Yates. An
extensive collection of Muster Rolls for
many of the regiments are also available.
