Timothy Dean Draper lives in DeKalb. Educated at Ball State 
University and the University of Iowa, he is adjunct instructor in the 
Department of Social and Behavioral Sciences, Joliet Junior College, 
and a student in the Ph.D. Program, Department of History, Northern 
Illinois University.
