


Joseph R. Nightingale retired from American Airlines in 1981 as
Director of Services Training and of the American Airlines Learning Center
in Ft. Worth, Texas. Born in Urbana, Illinois, he grew up in Springfield,
where his parents encouraged an early interest in Lincoln, and at present
resides in the Dallas-Ft. Worth area. His article on Lincoln’s biographer
Joseph H. Barrett is his second to appear in the Journal of the lllinois State
Historical Society.

Derek Vaillant is Assistant Professor of Communication Studies
and a Faculty Associate in the Program in American Culture at the
University of Michigan in Ann Arbor.

Progressivism and Music in Chicago, 1873-1935, published by the University of
North Carolina Press, analyzes the culture of musical progressivism by
activists in turn-of-the-century Chicago to promote civic engagement and
reform via musical outreach to immigrant, ethnic, and working-class urban
residents. Vaillant has also published work on the cultural history of radio
in American Quarterly and the Radio Reader. He holds a Ph.D. in urban social
and cultural history from the University of Chicago.
